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WEAVING TRADITION 2a/05-20/06

The Penelope Gandhi Mission, an initiative of the University of the Mountains
to preserve and revive the art of weaving on the island of Crete, has often pro-
duced surprising results. In its latest effort, the Penelope Gandhi Mission is or-
ganising an exhibition titled “Ariadne’s Thread and Penelope’s Loom” in coop-
eration with the Heraklion Archaeological Museum, to be hosted on the muse-
um'’s first floor.

Visitors will be able te marvel at items produced using ancient and traditional
weaving methods, as well as the looms used to make them, alongside the mu-
seurn’s displays of artworks produced by the Minoan civilisation, which flour-
ished from approximately 3650 to 1400 BC. In addition, there will also be two
weavers on hand demonstrating how the looms work. One will weave on a rel-
atively recent loom of the type used over the past century or so, while the oth-
er will work on apparatus based on Penelope’s loom of antiquity (the loom of
Penelope, who was married to Odysseus, the legendary king of Ithaca).
Guided by ancient texts and artworks, a large multidisciplinary team ranging
from archaeologists to architects worked tirelessly to create the model of the
ancient loom. The team collaborated with a Cretan craftsman, who created
the final result.

As pointed out by Mrs Barbara Terzaki-Pallikari, coordinator of the Penelope
Gandhi Mission, the exhibition also “demonstrates how strong the social fab-

ric has always been in Greece. The entire village would help to set up o foom. it

was celebrated like the birth of a child.” T.E.
